Memphis Area Home Builders Association builds home for Eikon Ministries

The Memphis Area Home Builders Association (MAHBA) and its Home Builders Care Committee are currently building a house for Eikon Ministries in the Binghampton area of Memphis.  Partnering with the Binghampton Development Corporation, MAHBA will build the entire house with supplies and labor donated by members of the Association.  The 1700 sq. ft., 2-story home will serve as a meeting place to house college graduates and interns while mentoring area children.  Eikon’s mission is “building urban leaders who will change their community from the inside out.”

Eikon Ministries was founded by Roy “Soup” Campbell in 1997.  As mentioned above, he had a vision to change the urban community from the inside out.  The focus of Eikon’s ministry is evangelism and discipleship.  Its desire is to exhibit true disciple-making and leadership development, patterned after Jesus’ teaching of His disciples.  Eikon began working to build leaders who live in and are vested in the community.  Since 1999, the Eikon staff has become a part of Binghampton by purchasing homes in the neighborhood. 
The Memphis Area Home Builders Association received word that Eikon Ministries needed a place to house its year-round interns.  They also have weekly bible studies and leadership, educational, mentoring and sports programs, and needed somewhere to meet.  MAHBA understood of this need and stepped up to the challenge.
The home is expected to take 2 weeks to complete and the dedication/ribbon-cutting ceremony is slated for Tuesday, Oct. 2 at 11:00 am.
However, taking on a project of this magnitude is not unusual for the Memphis Area Home Builders Association.  Earlier this year, MAHBA built a home, in conjunction with Habitat for Humanity, for a young Memphis family in less than a month.

In 2006, the Association, along with top builders Chamberlain & McCreery, FaxonGillis and Vintage Homes, built three homes in one week during Habitat for Humanity’s Builders Blitz.
